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Quick Reference – Turnitin 
Student access to similarity report and feedback 
 

This document will explain how a student can access their similarity report and feedback for a 
Turnitin (TII) enabled assignment. 

Accessing Feedback Studio 
Locate the assignment link in the appropriate Module or under Assignments in your Canvas course.  
Click on the title to open the assignment. 

Scroll down through the assignment instructions and click the button at the bottom of the page 
that says “Load Assignment Name in a new window.” 

 

You will be re-directed to the Assignment Dashboard tab in the Turnitin website.  On the left you 
should see the assignment title and the date that you uploaded it.  To the right, you will see a 
‘clock’ icon if the similarity report has not yet been processed or a colored icon if it is available to 
you.  Colors may be green, yellow, orange, or red.  

 

Click on the colored square to the left of the % to view your similarity report. 

Feedback Studio 
Once you open Feedback Studio, you can view the similarity report and/or instructor feedback.     
Most instructors will provide feedback and rubrics to you within Canvas.
